CHRB Financial Reports

Grant Funding Available for FY 2009/2010 CHRB Grant Awards


Mrs. Pace distributed an Excel spreadsheet entitled, Outstanding CHRB Grant Expenses as of April 3, 2009.  This spreadsheet provides outstanding grant expenses for current year grant awards and funding obligations for years forward.  The spreadsheet also reflects the 5-year average market value amount of $29,418,983 provided by VRS.  This amount is the average market value of the prior five calendar years.  Mrs. Pace provided scenarios ranging from 4.0% to 6.0% and the respective grant funding available for grant awards for FY 2009/2010.

At, the April 7, 2009 CHRB meeting, Mr. Hadeed inquired about the transfer of funds from Virginia Retirement System [VRS] to CHRB.  He had asked if the CHRB currently has an interest bearing account for CHRF at the Department of Accounts [DOA] and if we request from VRS only what we need or do we request the entire amount at the beginning of the fiscal year.  Mrs. Pace reported that DOA does not invest Commonwealth Health Research Funds [CHRF] funds that are held by DOA.   Only VRS invests CHRF.  Mrs. Pace will work with VRS to only request funds as needed for grant disbursement.

FY 2008/2009 YTD CHRB Expenses [through April 30, 2009]

The FY 2008/2009 CHRB administrative budget amounts to $101,260.  The fiscal year 2008/2009 began on July 1, 2008 and ends on June 30, 2009.  Expenditures for FY 2008/2009 through April 30, 2009 amounted to $80,303.64, with the largest expense related to salaries and management services.  
Proposed FY 2009/2010 CHRB Administrative Budget 


Mrs. Pace presented the proposed FY 2009/2010 CHRB administrative budget to the Board.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the proposed CHRB administrative budget to include a 3% salary increase for Mrs. Pace and an hourly rate of $70 [for 160 hours during FY 2009/2010] for CHRB Scientific Consultant, Dr. O’Donnell.   The approved FY 2009/2010 CHRB administrative budget is attached.  
Proposed FY 2010/2011 CHRB Grant Guidelines

Proposed FY 2009/2010 CHRB Grant Agreement

Proposed CHRB Policies and Procedures
Dr. O’Donnell and Mrs. Pace had previously presented the summary of changes for the proposed FY 2010/2011 CHRB Grant Guidelines and the proposed FY 2010/2011 CHRB Grant Agreement.  The only significant change was the new document entitled, CHRB Policies and Procedures, which reflected all policies and procedures as they relate to both the CHRB Grant Guidelines and CHRB Grant Agreement. This one document will be used as an attachment to both the CHRB Grant Guidelines and the CHRB Grant Agreement.  Mrs. Pace had previously discussed with Ms. Dilworth who concurred with the idea to combine all CHRB policies and procedures into one document.

The Board approved the proposed CHRB Grant Guidelines, Grant Agreement and Policies and Procedures documents.  However, the Board agreed that we should strengthen grant guidelines to address disclosure of any conflict of interest within these documents.  Dr. Call, Dr. O’Donnell, Mrs. Pace and Ms. Dilworth will work together on strengthening this language in the grant guidelines, grant agreement and the policies and procedures documents.  Any revisions in these documents, related to the disclosure issue, will be distributed to the Board for their concurrence. 
CHRB Grants Workshop

Dr. O’Donnell and Mrs. Pace provided that the CHRB Grants Workshop is scheduled for June 10th at The Science of Museum at a cost of $500 for room rental.  This workshop will allow institutions and organizations interested in CHRB grant funding to attend to ask questions related to the CHRB Grant Guidelines as well as questions regarding application for grant funding.  Dr. Werner suggested that Mrs. Pace contact the Virginia Hospital and Healthcare Association [VHHA] for room availability for the grants workshop.  Mrs. Pace stated that she would follow up with the VHHA.  
CHRB Strategic Plan/Organization Assessment

Background:

· April 1, 2008 meeting:  A proposal was made to develop a strategic plan for the CHRB, through a strategic planning process using a facilitator who can work with the Board on developing a strategic plan to incorporate a fundraising component.  This fundraising plan will include various scenarios from minimal action to a more aggressive action plan to include possible solicitation of funding from corporations, institutions and organizations whose focus is health care or medical research.  The Board indicated that a subcommittee will be appointed to look at the implications of developing a strategic plan and expanding the scope of work for the CHRB Administrator.  
· December 2, 2008 meeting:  Due to the small number of CHRB members, the general consensus was that the current members can serve as the subcommittee.   Mrs. Pace suggested that the Board could explore this issue on the afternoon of the already scheduled April 7, 2009 CHRB meeting.

· April 7, 2009 meeting: Dr. Call discussed the need for a strategic plan for CHRB.  The Board materials included a proposal from Dewitt & Associates, Inc.  to conduct an organizational program assessment.  The cost of the assessment amounts to $10,000.  The members present approved the proposal from Dewitt & Associates; however, a quorum did not exist as only three members remained.  
· May 12, 2009 meeting:  The Board stated that they would like to plan a summer meeting for the CHRB to discuss a strategic plan.  Mrs. Pace will work with Dr. Call and members for meeting availability this summer.
Election of Officers:


The Board approved the election of CHRB officers for FY 2009/2010:  Robert S. Call, M.D. was reelected as CHRB Chairman and George Broman, M.D. was elected as CHRB Vice Chairman.
Next meeting:


Dr. Call moved that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion was seconded, voted upon and passed unanimously be the Board.  The meeting adjourned at 3:00 p.m.

The meeting will begin promptly at 10:00 a.m.  At this meeting the Board will review recommendations for those concept papers submitted, as part of the 2010/2011 grant process, to be developed into full proposals.
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
