Call to Order:

Chairman Kocot called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  

Approval of Minutes:

Dr. Dave moved to approve the minutes of the April 4, 2006 meeting.  Dr. Broman seconded the motion.  The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.  

FY 2006/2007 CHRB Proposed Administrative Budget


Mrs. Pace asked the Board for approval of the proposed CHRB FY 2006/2007 Administrative Budget discussed in detail at the April 4, 2006 Board meeting.  Dr. Broman noted one change to the proposed FY 2006/2007 budget:  Subobject 1244 ~ Management Services total should amount to $10,100 versus the $10,000 amount reflected on the proposed budget spreadsheet.  This brings the CHRB FY 2006/2007 administrative budget total to $93,305.60.  Dr. Werner moved to approve the proposed CHRB FY 2006/2007 administrative budget with the one correction noted by Dr. Broman.  Dr. Dave seconded the motion.  The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

	FY 2005/2006 Grant Awards

Approval to Continue Second Year of Two-Year Grants awarded in 2005 



Mrs. Pace and Dr. O’Donnell provided the Board with interim progress reports from four principal investigators that were awarded a two-year grant in July 2005.   FY 2006/2007 represents the second year of the two-year grant award.  Staff recommendations were made to the Board to approve second year funding for three of the four grant awards based upon satisfactory progress in the first year of their grant:

Staff made a recommendation to the Board to defer approval of second year funding for the fourth grant award for #06-05 Kara A. Witzke, Norfolk State University, for the grant entitled, Bone Quality and the Diabetic Foot:  Understanding the Etiology of Fractures, until another interim report could be submitted to the Board.  There have been several factors that have hindered progress in this study including the Principal Investigator’s (PI) move to California State University, San Marcos.  While the PI is maintaining overall supervision of the project, day-to-day activity is in the hands of a substitute. Secondly, while 30 Charcot patients with diabetes are to be studied, by March 31, 2006 only 1 has been recruited. A third factor is that after the study was begun, a new standard assay for measuring bone resorption was published, and the PI decided to use the new assay. This resulted in a delay in studying any patients until late November.  To-date testing has been completed on only 17 of the planned 90 subjects. Staff recommends that an updated progress report be submitted by July 31, 2006. If satisfactory progress is demonstrated by then, the Board could approve the 2nd Year award.

 
Dr. Dave moved to approve continuation of funding for the three grant awards and to defer approval of the grant for Dr. Witzke until an updated progress is received July 31, 2006 , as recommended by staff.  Mr. Kocot seconded the motion.  The motion was voted upon and was passed unanimously.

CHRB Personnel Discussion

Mr. Kocot moved that the Board go into closed session pursuant to Virginia Code § 2.2-3711 (A)  (1) for the purpose of discussing the salary and performance of scientific consultant to the CHRB.  The motion was seconded by Dr. Dave.  The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.


§ 2.2-3711 (A)  (1) of the Code of Virginia.  Closed meetings authorized for certain limited purposes.  A.  Public bodies may hold closed meetings only for the following purposes:  1.  Discussion, consideration or interviews of prospective candidates for employment; assignment, appointment, promotion, performance, demotion, salaries, disciplining or resignation of specific public officers, appointees or employees of any public body; and evaluation of performance of departments or schools of public institutions of higher education where such evaluation will necessarily involve discussion of the performance of specific individuals.
